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This space is an indoor studio, consists of three backgrounds and 
soft natural light. The first background is a black 3D background. 
In creating an outstanding black background, the most important 
thing to pay attention to is the lighting. To make it work, bring in 
a bright light focused on the subject to deepen the 
play of shadows on the dark background.

The second background is a curtain background, complemented 
with soft natural light. Then, at the end of the hall, you can also 
find another background with door and windows, also 
complemented with soft natural light.

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Plain backgrounds studio with 12 solid colour options.

Selecting backdrops is one the easiest ways to add personality 
and style to your studio photography or videograph.

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This space is an indoor area with natural light. Consisting of  three 
backgrounds, namely the sliding door background, solid white 
background with a window and a wall panel background.

When taking a picture in a space with plenty of windows such as 
this space, we need to be aware of the lighting. The best way to 
make this space work for your picture is to move so that the 
window is beside you, and turn your subject to face you.  Now, the 
window will be beside your subject, and will nicely light them. You 
also won’t have something significantly brighter in the 
background now, and so you will end up with an evenly lit portrait.

Quick re-cap -- when photographing indoors, avoid putting your 
subject between you and a window. Instead, put the 
window beside both you and your subject.

Rajut Asa

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Outdoor portrait photography has its advantages and its 
challenges. Lack of control over lighting and backgrounds 
can lead to frustrations. The sun, however, is a fabulous light 
source. Learning to work with it and manipulate natural light 
to your needs is a good skill to acquire.

Our outdoor studio consists of stone wall landscape, exposed 
sand and some greenery.
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The centre piece of this space is an exposed cement 
background with the same exposed cement as its 
flooring. Right next to it is a limbo seamless white 
3D background and a gold curtain background.

For the first glance, the solid concrete wall studio 
welcomes you by the high ceiling chamber with 
the windows  that allowed the natural light shine 
into the center of the studio. People can stand in 
the center of it and to notice the sun light gradually 
changed on the concrete wall due to the changing of 
daylight throughout the day.
